Class Struggle, 2006.    
Preamble.

The following rules are meant to be used as a guide to model car preparation and allocation of models to various classes for the 2006 season. As there is no scrutineering, members are expected to supply cars in the spirit of the Club but if there is any doubt simply ask another member or two for clarification. The class names are designed to give an idea of the type of car for that particular class, e.g., Classic LeMans doesn’t mean that a model had to race at LeMans only that it could have and this hopefully keeps cars in the class from the same gene pool. Another name could be Classic Endurance or Modern Endurance etc., etc.
The club caters for all model car manufacturers as long as the body and chassis are constructed from a hard plastic or resin and that the motor’s performance does not exceed that of a standard Mabuchi, SCX or SCX Pro.
For the one make classes such as F1, Rally and DTM, as new models become available through the season, they automatically become incorporated into the class. For new models that go into multiple manufacturer classes such as Modern LeMans, the car must be presented in full race preparation for evaluation by members and if accepted can be raced at the following meeting.

C.A.R.R.A.C.E. Classes, 2006.

Modern LeMans:

At the AGM, all Ninco models were banned from this class. The time period covers endurance cars from the mid ‘90’s to the present. The cars are allowed unlimited adding of ballast which must be on the inside of the model and must run with Ninco rear tyres (front tyres are free choice).
Examples of models:

Viper, Maserarti MC12, Lister, MG-Lola, Porsche 911GT-1/GT-2/GT-3, TVR, Cadillac, Ferrari 333/ 575 /550, Panoz, Audi R8, Dome, Lola B2K / B98, Reynard 2KQ, Venturi, Marcos, Corvette C5, Saleen, Joest Porsche.
Classic LeMans;

The time frame for this class is around 1965 – 1972 /73. Models are allowed unlimited ballast and due to the close confines of the models with full interiors etc., the lead can be on the outside, but is preferred to be on the inside. Ninco rear tyres must be used and front tyres are free choice and magnets are to be removed.

Examples of models: 

Ford GT-40, Corvette L88, Ferrari 512 / Daytona, Porsche 908 (all variations) / 917 (all variations) / 911, Lola T-70, Mustang GT-350.

Ninco Classic.

This class was originally for Ninco’s but other manufacturers have slowly started coming in so perhaps a name change to Classic Sports or Targa Carrace should be made to clear up any misunderstanding in the future. The time frame is for pre ’65 two door production sports cars and are allowed unlimited ballast which must be inside the model, the only motor permitted  is an NC-1 and no magnets.
Examples of models:

Aston Martin DB-3 /DB-5, Ferrari 166 / 212, Mustang / GT-350, Corvette Stingray / ’55 model / GS, Jaguar E-Type / D-Type /XK-120, Thunderbird, Maserarti A6G, Mercedes 300s, Cobra / Daytona, Austin Healey, Porsche 550 / 356.
Ninco G.T.

Open to the following Ninco models: Calloway, Toyota Supra, Honda NSX, McLaren F1-GTR and BMW M3. 

The models are allowed unlimited adding of ballast which must be on the inside, Ninco rear tyres (front tyres are free choice) and no magnets.

Formula 1.

Open to all SCX Formula 1 cars with magnets removed otherwise “box standard”, i.e., no extra weight or choice of tyres.

D.T.M.
Formerly “DTM Lights” this class is open to any SCX DTM model with magnet removed otherwise “box standard” i.e. no extra weight added or choice of tyres.

Rally.

Open to all SCX rally cars with magnet removed otherwise “box standard”, i.e., no extra weight added or choice of tyres.

V8 Supercars.

Open to all Scalextric V8 Supercars. Models are allowed unlimited ballast which must be on the inside of the car, rear tyres must be the Dunlops that come standard with the model, front tyres are free choice and the magnet removed.

N.A.S.C.A.R.

Open to all Scalextric Series 2, 3 and 4 Nascar models with no modifications whatsoever apart from gluing motor and bearings to prevent their coming loose.

Classic N.A.S.C.A.R.

Open to all Carrera classic Nascar models. This class has been run on a “suck it and see” attitude as the models have rather quirky handling and modifications have been done on a race by race system. At the time of writing modifications allowed include adding ballast and swapping the guide blade for a Scalextric or Ninco version. The rear tyres must be standard but the fronts can be exchanged for a lower profile such as SCX Rally tyres for example.
Vanquish.

Open to all Vanquish sports cars with no modification allowed apart from the exchanging of the standard rear axle with differential for a standard Ninco version if required.

Trucks.

Open to all Fly and SCX trucks with unlimited ballast added otherwise “box standard”.
